
Knitted Child’s Cap & Friend’s Cap 

adapted by Rosemary Sheldon 

from our “Signature” knit cap 

 

Materials  -  2- 50 gram balls of dishcloth cotton  (It takes about the same amount of cotton to make a child’s  

                      cap and friend’s cap as it does to make a woman’s cap. 

                         5 MM Needles   Gauge 16 sts to 4 inches 

 

Directions for child’s cap: 

Cast on 61 stitches, and work 18 rows stocking stitch, then work 6 rows in reverse stocking stitch, 6 rows in 

regular stocking stitch, and 6 rows in reverse stocking stitch. 

 

To begin the shaping with right side facing for a knit row: 

 

Knit 10, knit 2 tog, repeat to end, k1.  —– Purl next row. 

Knit 9, knit 2 tog, repeat to end, k1.  —–  Purl next row. 

Knit 8, knit 2 tog, repeat to end, k1.  —–  Purl next row.   

Knit 7, knit 2 tog, repeat to end, k1.  —–  Purl next row. 

Knit 6, knit 2 tog, repeat to end, k1.  —–  Purl next row. 

Knit 5, knit 2 tog, repeat to end, k1.  —–  Purl next row. 

Knit 4, knit 2 tog, repeat to end, k1.  —–  Purl next row. 

Knit 3, knit 2 tog, repeat to end, k1. 

K1, * Purl 2 together (repeat from * to last  2 stitches), knit 2 together (11 stitches). 

 

Break yarn, and draw end through the remaining stitches and draw up tightly.  Sew back seam. 

 

Directions for friend’s cap: 

Cast on 41 stitches, work 15 rows stocking stitch, 5 rows reverse stocking stitch, 5 rows stocking stitch and 5 

rows reverse stocking stitch. 

 

To begin the shaping with right side facing for a knit row: 

 

Knit 6, k2 tog, repeat to end, k1.  —–  Purl next row. 

Knit 5, k2 tog, repeat to end, k1.  —–  Purl next row. 

Knit 4, k2 tog, repeat to end, k1.  —–  Purl next row. 

Knit 3, k2 tog, repeat to end, k1.  —–  Purl next row. 

Knit 2, k2 tog, repeat to end, k1.  —–  Purl next row. 

Knit 1, k2 tog, repeat to end, k1.  —–  . 

K1, *Purl 2 together (repeat from *  to last 2 stitches), knit 2 tog. (6 stitches) 

 

Break yarn, and draw end through the remaining stitches and draw up tightly, finish as per child’s cap. 
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
